CHANGED

The eperience changed the way | view sit-
uations and tasks. | learned that there are
so many ways to do the same thing - even
routines like grocery shopping! At home we
treat this as a chore, but my host family made
food shopping an event; they turned a sim-
ple activity into a memory. My time in the
schools also made me see the world in a new
light. So often, in the U.S., we focus on all of
the negatives in our schools. While there is
always room for improvement, | now realize
how we should also look for the goodness. It
is important to consider that differences are
not always wrong...but often unique instead.
